The A-dec Performer monitor mount can be installed in two locations:
o Radius®-style dental light arm

o Support center intermediate post

The procedure for installing the monitor mount is the same for both installation locations, except for routing the
cables.

READ THIS! The rigid arm or intermediate post must be installed before you begin this procedure. For
more information, see the installation guide that came with the chair.

Required Part

To install the Performer monitor mount, you will need to supply a monitor cable. For ease of installation, A-dec
recommends an HDMI cable, at least 15 ft (4.5 m) long. Adaptors may be required to connect the cable to the
monitor or PC.

The front of the clamping nut is
completely in the hole. The beveled
surface of the clamping nut rests against
the inside of the rigid arm and provides
resistance to rotation for tightening.

The clamp is flush against the rigid arm.

While the weight of the mount maintains tension on the clamping nut, use a 3/16" T-handle hex key to
draw the clamp to the rigid arm. Securely tighten the clamp against the rigid arm.

NOTE Tension must be maintained when securing the monitor mount to provide friction between
o the clamping nut and rigid arm while tightening the securing screw.

NOTE When the monitor mount is properly secured, the clamp is flush against the rigid arm with no
0 gap and is aligned with the lower section of the rigid arm (or with the water bottle support for
installations on an intermediate post on a support center).
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Task 6.

1 Position the monitor on the bracket.

2 Secure the monitor to the mount.

NOTE If the system includes an A-dec
monitor mount handle, install it now before
completing the rest of these instructions.

3 Plugin the cables.

o NOTE For installing monitors with a recessed mounting area, use the adaptor plate included with the kit.

Adjust the System

Adjust the Vertical Tension

The vertical tilt tension should prevent the monitor from drifting down but allow adjustments without requiring
significant force.

Recommended Tool
* 3/16" hex key

If necessary, use a 3/16" hex key to adjust the vertical tension.
Clockwise increases the tension.
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Adjust the Rigid Arm Tension (Rigid Arm Installations Only)

Check that you can rotate the monitor mount without moving the rigid arm. If the rigid arm moves, use the
following procedure to increase the tension on the rigid arm.

4 Place the dental light in working position.

Tighten the bolt so that the rigid arm can
move but does not drift.

3 Tighten the jam nut.

Test the System

Once the monitor is connected to a computer system, test the following;:
*  When you reposition the monitor, it moves smoothly, and the light rigid arm holds its position.
* After the monitor is in position, it does not drift.

*  When you turn on the power to the monitor, it functions correctly.
